At the end of the
service, | led our School Councillors to the War Memorial to lay our poppy wreath
where Jacob shared with us once again In Flanders Field by John McCrea.

Passchendaele

On Monday we had a visiting speaker who came into school to lead a Remembrance

examined different sources to find out about two World War 1 soldiers who were

involved in the battle. They found out about the uniform and kit. They then helped

each other put on puttees which resemble a long bandage wrapped around the calf

to keep the mud from getting in a soldieros

Yew Class Trip to The Royal Armouries Museum, Fort Nelson

On Tuesday, Yew class were very fortunate to have a World War One Study Day at
Fort Nelson Royal Armouries. The children learnt a lot about the uniform and kit of
both the British and German soldiers. They got to handle equipment and weaponry.
A World War one barrack room had many items and sources for the children to
examine. In groups, the children used i-pods to make an i-movie, showing what life
would have been like for a new recruit, George Weston. The class also had a chance
to explore the tunnels, view the cannons and watch the gun firing. It was an
amazing educational visit which really helped to enrich our topic learning.
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Sycamore Class Visit Stonehenge

On Thursday, Sycamore Class had a fantastic trip to Stonehenge. Not only did they
discover that were 193 visible stones, but that each stone weighed an average of 4
elephants i HUGE! Armed with that discovery, in the lab during the afternoon they
undertook some rigorous scientific testing to work out the best stone-age method of
moving the stones across the landscape (rollers, it seems) and lifting the stones
upright (a combination of levers and a simple pulley). Back outdoors, the final
activities of the day included making rope from reeds 1 surprisingly effective 1
weaving a wattle wall from hazel wands and investigating the contents of a Neolithic
famil yds hut-onlearsing prgoyed byalhwhih challenged some of our
preconceptions about Stone Age man!
